Initially we will only use the email service and if you would like to use ParentMail® we 
need to collect your email addresses and we would ask you to complete the form below 
and return it to the main office by Monday 5th October. 
 
Please rest assured that ParentMail® is registered with the Data Protection Registrar 
and guarantees that all information you provide will be kept private and will not be 
passed on to any other organisation.
