It’s not easy! Support your daughter/son in getting the best possible GCSE grades and in choosing the right Sixth Form courses. The subjects s/he chooses and the grades s/he gets at AS will be critical in applying to university. 

Help and support

The Hayesfield Oxbridge programme in Year 11 includes a Spring visit to University College, Oxford. There are more details of the full programme on the Hayesfield Sixth Form website.

Avoid subjects/combinations on “soft list” first published by Cambridge (2006) as giving those subjects not suitable preparation for their courses. The London School of Economics later listed their own. The combined list is: 
Accounting*, Art and Design*, Business Studies*, Communication Studies*, Dance, Design and Technology*, Drama/Theatre Studies*, Film Studies, Health and Social Care, Home Economics *, Information and Communication Technology, Law+, Leisure Studies, Media Studies*, Music Technology*, Performance Studies, Performing Arts, Photography, Physical Education, Sport Studies*, Travel and Tourism*
An asterisk means both Cambridge and the LSE listed the subject as unsuitable, a cross means the LSE alone listed it as unsuitable.

Encourage your daughter/son to use Hayesfield school advice, and relevant internet sites to find out more, and keep looking. Brian Heap ‘Degree Course Offers’ and ‘Which Degree’ could really help you in cutting down the amount of reading around you need initially. As increases in tuition fees hit Universities it is more important than before to stay in touch with possible changes and implications for your choices.
