BTEC First Diploma in Health and Social Care. 
What is a BTEC First Diploma?

A BTEC First Diploma is a practical, work-related course.  You learn by completing projects and assignments that are based on realistic workplace situations, activities and demands.

It introduces you to employment through work experience and provides a good basis to go on to a more advanced work-related qualification.

A BTEC First Diploma is equivalent to four GCSEs grades A*– C and is taken as a one year full-time course.

What are the entry requirements?
This course is for students who studied a range of GCSEs and achieved grades D-G or wish to return to study and will be interviewed.

What is the course structure?
The course is made up of 8 units. Studied over three days in school plus work experience. 
What sort of subjects will I study?

1. Communication in Health and Social Care 
2. Individual rights in Health and Social Care

3. Individual Needs in Health and social Care

4. Ensuring safe environments in Health and Social Care 

5. Human Lifespan Development

6. The Impact of Diet on Health
7. Anatomy and Physiology for Health and Social Care
8. Vocational Experience in a Health or Social Care Setting *

* This unit includes 60 hours of mandatory work experience and is recommended
How is the course assessed?

All units are assessed internally through coursework, leading to a Pass, Merit or Distinction.

What can I do at the end of the course?
With further training or study, students go careers such as nursing, social work, residential care management or other care related jobs.
